
Your Own Satirical Piece - Essay Assignment

We have been looking at and discussing how satire is used in writing and different shows. We took notes on different satirical devices and types. You are now going to write your own satirical essay using one of the following topics. 
Assignment:  You will be writing your own half-serious satirical essay on one of the topics listed below.   

Some specifics:  Your final product should be at least 4 paragraphs long. It should contain a similarly sarcastic tone and should implement (at least 4) of the satirical methods we discussed (irony, exaggeration, understatement, sarcasm, hyperbole).
Process:
1. Choose one of the following topics to write your satirical piece on.

2. Brainstorm how you want to go about writing the satirical essay using your notes about satirical devices, etc. 

3. Outline and type your essay.
