	1. Label the class name, number, placing, and official placing at the top of the note card

2. Draw 2 horizontal lines to divide note card into 3 sections

3. Draw 2 vertical lines to divide note card into 9 sections 

4. Select the topic characteristic that was the main reason for placing one animal over another in a pair

5. Record this topic characteristic first and it will be discussed first

6. Record reasons, grants, and faults for each pair
	2. One section for 1st/2nd pair, one section for 2nd/3rd pair, one section for 3rd/4th pair
3. The first column is reasons, the second is grants, the third is faults
4. Topic characteristic: muscling, trimness, or quality
6. Begin with top pair and work to the bottom pair
