	Obtain Feed Tag
	Tags are usually attached to the bag or item (taped)
Some tags are printed on the bag

	

	Identify Net Weight
	Net weight is the weight of the finished product not including the bag
This number is usually present on the bag
	

	Identify Brand Name
	The brand name indicates the maker of the product
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	Identify Manufacture Information 
	The manufacture is the one who distributes the product for the brand
It is important to know the name and address of the manufacture to know where your item is coming from

	

	Identify the Name of Each Ingredient
	Ingredients are usually listed at the bottom of the tag
They are usually listed in order of most abundant to least used in the product
	

	Identify the Guaranteed Analysis
	Provides basic nutritional values;
Minimum percentage of crude protein

Minimum percentage of crude fat

Maximum percentage of crude fiber

The analysis contained on the feed tag is determined by chemical means.  The chemical analysis indicates the percentage of each nutrient contained in that particular feed.  
Not all of the nutrients are usable by the animal, since not all of the nutrients are in a digestible form.

	Mineral feeds must include;
Minimum percentage of salt, calcium, phosphorus, and iodine
