The Agenda�


A student agenda is provided by the school for use as an organizational tool by the students. It is also the primary way that teachers communicate with parents about missing or incomplete work. Here’s how it works:��Students are required to write their homework in the agenda for every class, everyday. If there is no homework, that will also be noted.


�If a student has incomplete or missing homework, the teacher will stamp the student’s agenda or write the letter H. The stamp is a reminder to the student to complete and turn in the missing item. It is also an easy way for parents to see if their student has been keeping up with assignments. Having a lot of stamps is not a good sign!


�Note: Agendas will be distributed on the first day of school. It is recommended that parents check the agenda often to stay informed about student homework completion.





Being Successful in 7th Grade


Junior high is a time when students assume greater personal responsibility for their education. Here are some tips for how to succeed in the coming year:�


Be here! It’s important to be at school, on time, every day. Being absent not only makes it harder to keep up with your assigned work; valuable classroom experiences that “make-up” work just can’t replace are also missed.�


Stay organized. Having six classes means there will be lots of assignments, projects, and homework to keep track of. The agenda and teachers’ Google Classroom websites are designed to help students stay on top of their school work. Taking time to keep backpacks in order will help, too.�


Complete assignments on time. Some students may be coming from schools where “homework didn’t count” or assignments could be turned in whenever students finished them. At Bogle, homework is graded and may account for a large percentage of your grade. Late work is only accepted under certain conditions, for fewer points. (See side two for more details.) The more assignments that are turned in late or that are missing, the harder it is to achieve good grades.�


Come to tutoring. Teachers have scheduled tutoring hours every week and are also available by appointment. Use tutoring hours to catch up on work or get help with a project. Advocate for yourself and tell your teacher you need help. Learning how to approach and talk to teachers is an important skill; 7th grade is the perfect time to practice it! If no student is present by 4:10, the teacher may leave. Please hurry to the classroom if you are staying.�


Check “Infinite Campus” and Google Classroom. Infinite Campus is a website that gives students access to their current grades while Google Classroom gives students access to their current assignments. Students will be given the website address and shown how to use the website. Use Infinite Campus to check grades often and use Google Classroom to access assignments.
